3. Legal information
Significant judicial decisions

There were no significant judicial decisions affecting the Waterways Authority during the year.

Prosecutions

A decision of the Court of Criminal Appeal in a prosecution brought against the master and owner of
MV Sitka for an oil spill at Lord Howe Island was appealed by the Authority to the High Court of Australia.
The appeal was heard on 9 April 2002 and a decision is awaited.

The Waterways Authority dealt with 73 breaches of the Marine Legislation during the year by way of
summons action in various Local and Children’s Courts throughout NSW. A total of 59 defendants were
issued with 73 summonses. Of those, 23 defendants (involving 41 summonses) proceeded to a defended
hearing in which the Authority and the defendant were required to call witnesses to the court to establish
what had occurred. In relation to these matters, 26 summonses were proven and 15 were dismissed. Only
two defendants had all summonses against them dismissed. All other defendants were convicted in relation
to at least one matter before the court. Costs were not imposed against the Authority in relation to any of
these matters.

Legal action against the Authority

In December 2001, an action was commenced in the Supreme Court by Captain Cook Cruises (NSW) Pty
Limited concerning its continued use of Wharf 6 at Circular Quay. The Authority had requested expressions
of interest from all cruise operators for joint use of the Wharf which, Captain Cook Cruises claims, conflicts
with its rights of occupation. The matter is continuing.

In 2001, a long-standing dispute initially brought against the MSB by Ms M Young concerning occupancy
of a houseboat at Pearl Bay was reactivated against the Authority. A motion by the Authority to have the
claim struck out has been heard in the Supreme Court and a decision is awaited.

A claim for damages for delay in completion of a redevelopment of a wharf at Blackwattle Bay has been made
by LFC Contracting Pty Limited against the Authority. The dispute has been referred to Expert Determination.
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There are 13 civil jurisdiction cases currently being contested against the Authority in the Supreme Court,
the District Court or the Compensation Court of NSW following injuries sustained by an employee (1),
waterways users (10) or for damage to vessels (2).

During the year, 14 appeals were either lodged or decided in the Land and Environment Court against
decisions concerning development consent for water-based developments in Sydney Harbour and its
tributaries made by the Authority under delegation from the Minister for Transport. Only one appeal was
successful.

A total of 337 boating incidents were reported to the Authority during 2001-2002. This is 2.3 per cent
below the corresponding 2000-2001 total. Of these reported boating incidents, 208 involved recreational
vessels, 96 involved commercial vessels and 33 involved a commercial vessel and a recreational vessel.
The number of incidents involving recreational vessels has decreased by 4 per cent however the number of
incidents involving commercial vessels has increased by 23 per cent.

A total of 21 fatalities were recorded during 2001-2002, an increase from the previous year. Of the 16 fatal
incidents that occurred, one resulted in four fatalities during a fishing trip and another resulted in three
fatalities near Coffs Harbour.

The incident table also illustrates that the number of serious injuries and minor injuries has also decreased,
continuing the recent trend in this regard.

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21. Property disposal

During the year, nine properties were sold or
divested for a total of $13.22 million. These
included sales of properties in Woolloomooloo

and Balmain (the latter to the NSW Water Police).

Reclaimed land at Mortlake and Glebe was sold
to adjacent landowners and 14.65 hectares at
Homebush Bay was divested to the Sydney
Olympic Park Authority.

A property in Sydney at 30-38 Hickson Rd was
sold to Delmo (No2) Pty Ltd for $10.13 million,
some three years after calling tenders. The site
will become the new head office for Lend Lease.

The Chief Executive of the Authority approved all
sales. There were no family or business
connections between any purchaser and the
Chief Executive. The proceeds of all sales were
incorporated into the operating surplus and
forwarded as distribution payments to the NSW
Treasury. Access to documents relating to the
property disposals can be obtained under the
Freedom of Information Act.

23. Heritage assets

A Heritage and Conservation Register was
prepared for the Sydney Region in accordance
with the Heritage Act 1977. The Register classifies
71 wharves, buildings, navigation aids, industrial
and aboriginal sites, submerged objects and
natural features of Sydney Harbour in accordance
with State Heritage inventory database guidelines.

The condition of these heritage assets is generally
good. Lessees are responsible for maintaining
properties on 99-year leases while the remaining
properties are managed by the Authority and
administered according to guidelines pending
their sale or adaptive re-use. They are managed
to a reasonable standard of weatherproofing, fire
protection and security and, wherever possible,
they are tenanted.

Investigations continued into the restoration of the
sandstone seawall and heritage railing at Dawes
Point underneath the Sydney Harbour Bridge. In
May 2002, the Authority sold the heritage-listed
former AGL gas works building, dating from 1845,
as part of the Hickson Road workshops sale.

24. Waste reduction and
purchasing policy

During the year, further revisions were carried out
to the Authority’s Waste Reduction And
Purchasing Plan. The recycling system at Rozelle
Bay was upgraded to increase the percentage of
office waste sent for recycling.

During the year, 14.45 tonnes of waste paper and
cardboard were collected for recycling from the
Waterways Authority offices. Glass and recyclable
plastic bottles were collected from the Rozelle
Bay offices and the superyacht marina. Plant
waste and prunings from the Rozelle Bay site
were retained on site for mulching.

Centralised purchasing increased control of toner
cartridge purchases. The proportion of toner
cartridges bought during the year which had
recycled content and were disposed of for
recycling increased to 85 per cent, an increase
of b5 per cent on the previous year.

A new print management contract resulted in a
reduction in paper product quantities.

25. Energy management

Energy for the Rozelle Bay facility and 207 Kent St
was purchased through State Government
Contract 777. Six per cent of the electricity
consumed was generated from renewable sources.

During the year the Rozelle Bay facility accounted
for three-quarters of the total power consumed by
the Authority. Improvements in lighting and air
conditioning have reduced the power consumption
at Rozelle Bay by 9.2 per cent from 1999-2000
levels. With greater use of the building this year,
energy use for the common areas of 207 Kent St
rose by 1 per cent.

The Authority continued to install solar powered
navigational aids. Currently 97 per cent of these
are solar powered.

26. Contracting and market
testing policy

The Authority’s five-year wharf maintenance
contract was readvertised and awarded in
October 2001.

27. Research and development

Work continued with the NPWS and NSW
Fisheries to develop a cost-effective seagrass
friendly mooring apparatus to protect sensitive
marine environments such as Towra Point,
Jibbon Beach, Bayview and Lake Macquarie.

The Authority developed a stormwater boom
specifically designed to trap litter at the mouth of
Johnstons Creek at Rozelle Bay. Based on
experimental booms made and deployed over the
last four years, it consists of a solid section at
water level overlaying a net anchored to the
bottom of the Bay. Development costs amounted
to less than $800.

Development of Phase One of the SAP Plant
Maintenance module, part of the Waterways
Integrated Maintenance Management System
which covers navigation aid maintenance,
commenced in May 2002. It will allow field staff to
use hand held devices to record damage or
breakdown data via the Authority’s Geographical




Information System and onto the SAP System which can be conveyed speedily to the navigation aid
contractor. The system will be tested on a pilot site, the South Coast Region, in September 2002.

28. Account payment performance

The Authority paid $100.5 million to creditors during 2001-2002. There were no penalty interest
payments made.

The Authority has legal liability and responsibility
for Workers Compensation claims stemming from
the MSB'’s self-insurer scheme that existed from
1 July 1989 to 30 June 1995.

The number of payments to providers and weekly
benefits to workers decreased during the year to
$240,000 compared to $400,000 the previous
year. The number of open claims reduced from
25 to 24 at 30 June 2002, having a total potential
cost estimated at $1.42 million. A provision of
$1.71 million has been made for current claims
which may be lodged in the future.

Over the past seven years since the self-insurer
licence was revoked, 39 new claims have been
received and $4.15 million has been paid in
compensation, provider fees and legal costs while
the provision has decreased from $4.5 million to
$1.71 million. The estimated ultimate cost of the
scheme is $11.69 million.

36. Glossary
Definitions

Bar — ‘bar’, ‘river bar’ and ‘coastal bar’ describe a
ridge or lip of sand, gravel or rock that extends
across the mouth of a river or bay and forms an
obstacle that impedes safe navigation.

Boatcode — a vessel numbering system
introduced into NSW by the Authority in March
1996 that requires a unique hull identification
number (HIN) to be attached to most vessels
prior to initial registration or vessel registration




transfer. Its aim is to facilitate the identification of
vessels, thereby reducing the incidence of vessel
theft and insurance fraud.

Commercial vessel — any vessel used in
connection with any business or commercial
activity, principally for carrying passengers or
cargo for hire or reward, or providing service
to vessels for reward.

Hire and Drive — a business involving the
temporary hiring out of a vessel through a hiring
agreement or transaction which involves the use
of a vessel by the public on specific terms.

Marine Ministerial Holding Corporation (MMHC) —
The MMHC was established on 1 July 1995
under the Ports Corporatisation and Waterways
Management Act as the legal owner of those
assets and liabilities of the former Maritime
Services Board of NSW that had not been
transferred to either of the Newcastle, Port
Kembla or Sydney Ports Corporations or the
Waterways Authority, for example the harbour
beds in all these ports. It was dissolved on

29 June 2000 and its assets and liabilities
transferred to the Authority.

Navigable waters — all waters that are from time
to time capable of navigation and are open or
used by the public for navigation, whether upon
payment of a fee or otherwise.

Personal watercraft (PWC) — a power-driven vessel
that has a fully enclosed hull, does not retain
water taken on if it capsizes and is designed to
be operated by a person standing, sitting astride
or kneeling but not seated within the vessel.

Recreational vessel — a vessel which is not used
for, or in connection with, a commercial purpose.

Safety compliance — the level of safe navigation
compliance obtained by the recreation and
commercial boating public. The compliance rate
is calculated as:

number of vessels not issued with infringements

and formal warnings

number of vessels checked.

One vessel check could result in multiple
infringements or formal warnings issued.

Wetland - all land and seabed located below a

defined level called the Mean High Water Mark
which is 1.48 metres above the zero of the Fort
Denison Tide Gauge.

Development consent applications

Consistent with a high reduction in land owner’s
consent approvals for the 2000-2001 year, the
number of development consent applications
assessed and finalised during the year dropped
by 47 per cent to 41. Developments are
assessed under Part 4 and Part 5 of the EP&A
Act. Part 5 applications apply to designated areas
not covered by Sydney Regional Environmental
Plans Nos. 22 and 23, such as current port
areas of Sydney Harbour, Blackwattle and
Rozelle Bays and the Lane Cove River.
Development consent applications are assessed
by the Foreshores and Waterways Planning and
Development Advisory Committee.

Construction application approvals

In the third stage of the approval process, a
landowner of waterfront property adjoining the
bed of waterways owned by the Waterways
Authority must obtain the approval of the
Authority before constructing over the water. The
number of construction applications approved
increased by one to 70 for the year.

Trade through regional ports

Trade totalled 817,490 mass tonnes during 2001-
2002. Almost 93 per cent of this total comprised
woodchip exports from Eden to Japan and to a
smaller extent, Indonesia. The tonnage of
woodchips exported each year depends on
demand and is constrained by a Commonwealth
Government export quota of 1 million tonnes from
Eden, as well as competition from other exporters
such as New Zealand and South America.
